He has taught masterclasses at Cyprus
College in Nicosia, Cyprus, Liverpool University, England, Konservatorij za glasbo in balet in Ljubljana, Slo-
venia, and the Belarusian State Academy of Music in Minsk, Belarus. In China, he was appointed honorary
professor at Shandong University in Weihai and the Central National University in Beijing. He is also the
Associate Director of the Casalmaggiore International Festival.
